Regular Business

Approval of Minutes of May 14, 2019 Regular Meeting: A motion made by Custer second by Bova to approve the minutes from May 14, 2019 Board of Supervisor meeting.  Motion carried.

Subdivision/SALDO Review

Village of Springbrook – Modification of Plan: Fred Reffensperger of P&R Builders spoke on behalf of the Village of Springbrook developer.  They are requesting a modification of the layout of the duplex homes that were depicted on the final subdivision plan for the Village of Springbrook.  The number of units on the original plan will stay the same, the layout will change.  He stated they have the approval from the homes owner’s association to change the layout.  The new layout will no affect the original amount of impervious coverage on the approved plan. 
A motion by Custer second by Bova to approve the modification submitted by the Village of Springbrook with the condition that the final plans show the three remaining quads being changed to duplexes, as built plan sheet submitted and recorded and the Township be provided with correspondence from the homeowner’s association that they approve of the change.  Motion carried. 
08-2018 - C&S Construction - 237 Lawn Road Subdivision Preliminary/Final Plan: Conservation Zone, 237 Lawn Rd, Tax Parcel 31-2297010-338140-0000, 5.64 total acres, the plan depicts 3 proposed lots.  The developer is requesting a waiver from §4.06.I – Road Improvements to Kreider Road.  (Other waivers were granted on March 12, 2019.)  

Waivers: 

§4.06.I – Road Improvements – Kreider Road:  A motion by Custer second by Bova to approve the waiver request §4.06.I – Road Improvements – Kreider Road.  Motion carried.

A motion by Custer second by Bova to approve 08-2018 - C&S Construction - 237 Lawn Road Subdivision Preliminary/Final Plan with the condition that the plan addresses Rettew’s review letter dated June 6, 2019 and must post financial security. Motion carried.  
Carriage Park – Phase 3 Road Dedication: A motion by Bova second by Custer to authorize Township Solicitor Armstrong to prepare documents require for the Deed of Dedication and Open Space Dedication for Phase 3 of the Carriage Park subdivision.  Motion carried. 
Village of Springbrook Farms Phase 4&5 – Maintenance Bond Release:  A motion by Custer second by Bove to approve the release of the Village of Springbrook Farms Phase 4 & 5 maintenance bond in the amount of $59,799.30.  Motion carried. 
New Business

Streetlights – Palmyra Road:  A motion by Custer second by Bova to revise the current streetlight resolution to define “Campbelltown Area” as the following:

The residents of the Campbelltown Area shall pay $57.20. Campbelltown Area shall include: 

Rt. 322: beginning at 2951 Horseshoe Pike up to and including 2415 Horseshoe Pike

Schoolhouse Road: From Eby Road to Horseshoe Pike

Palmyra Road: From Horseshoe Pike to 176 Palmyra Road

West Market Street

Lawn Road: beginning at Horseshoe Pike up to an including 148 Lawn Rd.
A motion by Custer second by Bova to approve the refund of the residents on Palmyra Road which will include 178 through 194 Palmyra Road after the new resolution is approved at the next Board meeting.  Motion carried.  

Crosswalk and Lighting Issue – Lynmar and Woodlawn Intersection: Township resident Keith Mahaffey sent the Township an e-mail regarding Lynmar/Woodlawn intersection.  He asked if the Township would place a crosswalk for patrons of the Sopranos/Annie’s plaza to safely cross Woodlawn to the overflow parking area.  Township resident Jane Popko noted that no parking on Lynmar may help the visinbility problem at this intersection.  Township resident Mark Houser stated that making this intersection a three-way stop would not solve the problem.  Township resident Brian Deebs asked if a yellow line may be painted along the Lynmar in front of Sopranos. 
A motion by Custer second by Bova to have Rettew review the crosswalk, request that the property owner place a streetlight at the corner of the Sopranos parking lot to illuminate the area and inquire about adding the yellow line.  The highway department should look into the timing of the traffic light.  Motion carried. 
Road Maintenance Review – Rettew:  Township engineer Mike Knouse gave a presentation on road maintenance and the different ways to address road problems.  
Village of Lawn Park Ball Field – Dugouts: Township resident Tim Morgan asked the township if fund raising was completed to purchase materials, would the Township approve increasing the size of the dugouts.  Mr. Morgan requested that companies that make a donation be allowed to place a banner on the homerun fence.  A motion by Custer second by Bova to allow donors to place banners on the homerun fence but a time limit be placed in an agreement.  Motion carried.  
Act 167 – Real Estate Tax Refund Approvals:  A motion by Custer second by Bova to approve the Township Treasurer to refund the real estate taxes for the approved volunteers consistent with the Township ordinance that implements Act 167.  Motion carried.

Supervisor Bova:  Supervisor Bova congratulated Township Zoning/Code Enforcement Officer on her recent win in the primary election for the position of Recorder of Deeds. 

Executive Session: The Board will be meeting in executive session directly after the meeting to discuss personnel matters.  
Upcoming Meetings:  The Supervisor Workshop meeting will be Wednesday, June 26, 2019 and the regular Supervisor Meeting will be held on July 9, 2019.
