Approval of Banks for Deposit of Township Funds:  A motion by Custer second by Bova to approve Fulton Bank and PLIGIT as Township depositories.  Motion carried. 
Township Employee Wages:   A motion by Custer second by Bova to approve employee wages as set by the Board for all non-uniform employees and as per the bargaining agreement, a 3% wage increase for all uniformed employees.  Motion carried.  

Reaffirming Employee Benefits:   A motion by Bova second by Custer to reaffirm the Township Employee benefits to be the same as provided for in the Collective Bargaining Agreement and employee handbook.  Motion carried.  

Treasurer’s Bond:  A motion by Custer second by Bova to set the Treasurer’s and Assistant Treasurer’s Bond at $1,000,000 or otherwise required by the Second-Class Township Code.  Motion carried. 
Adjournment:  A motion by Custer second by Bova to adjourn the reorganization meeting at 7:08 PM.  Motion carried.
