Chairwoman Bucks mentioned that at the upcoming Reorganizational meeting she recommended the Board consider having multiple code inspectors, so residents have options.  Eberly was requested to review the 2019 RFP files for these UCC Inspector Professional Services for consideration.

Reports:
Manager’s Report- Eberly thanked all those involved over the Thanksgiving Holiday who assisted and participated in the successful Sticks and Biscuit 5K Run as well as the Campbelltown Tree Lighting Event.  Letters have been mailed to residents with basketball nets in streets which need removed in preparation for snow removal season. Christmas trees may be dropped off at the Municipal Building and Lawn Fire Company in designated areas through January 15, 2020 for disposal. Michael Adams has built and donated several benches which have been located throughout the Campbelltown Park walking trail as part of his Eagle Scout project. 
Zoning Report- Chlebnikow continues to work with staff to review and get permits turned around in a timely fashion. He continues to have SLT office hours from 1-4:00PM each Thursday. He is also working on having a draft of the proposed zoning ordinance sections available in the near future.

A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Bucks to approve the Flight Path One – Financial Security Bond reduction request from $245,122.35 to $113,668.80.  Motion carried with Bova voting against this motion. 
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to table releasing the Financial Security request for Phase 2 & 3 as well as Phase 4 & 5 for the Village of Springbrook Farms until confirmation can be made they satisfied all the required recordings of these approved plans.  Motion carried.
