Opening Ceremonies and Introduction- The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chairwoman Bucks followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Introductions:  Bucks introduced new Township Manager Eberly and Zoning/Codes Officer Gembusia to the public announcing both began employment on January 13, 2020.
Public Comment:
Pat Krebs – Announced that she was pursuing a Walks Planning Grant through the University of Pittsburgh.  A letter was provided to Bucks along with a document detailing the background of this initiative.  She also updated the Board of Supervisors on the on-going Senior Project securing remembrances from our community seniors. An event is scheduled on April 25, 2020 at the Music Academy for this initiative. No time has been given yet. 
Presentation:
Fred Light- A brief overview of his plan to possibly purchase some acreage along N. Brandt Road.  Since this property spans both North and South Londonderry Township with various zoning types, he was inquiring if the existing agricultural zoning could be amended to light industrial like his current property. Direction was given for him to discuss with North Londonderry Township for their thoughts on this potential purchase. Also, he was provided the direction that if he wanted to pursue amending the zoning for the property, he should complete the necessary paperwork and plan to attend a future Planning Commission Meeting for additional consideration.

Old Business: 
1. The Board of Supervisors requested Eberly to research the existing ordinance if anything is mentioned about an Assistant Zoning/Codes Officer and whether Scott Galbraith should be considered for this role or the Assistant Right Know Officer for Gembusia to fill. 
2. A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to retain RJ Hall as the vendor to coordinate the pension services for the township. Motion carried.  The Board of Supervisors did request Eberly to schedule a meeting with RJ Hall before the February meeting to review numerous items and provide an update. 
3. A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to retain Garcia, Garman & Shea as the township’s auditor for a period of one year. Motion carried.

4. A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve the Maintenance Agreement for the Bridle Avenue and Fox Road project.  Motion carried.

5. Gembusia provided a brief overview of the Lyndel project and explained she was coordinating with Solicitor Armstrong on the outstanding issues.

New Business: 

1. A brief discuss was held about the replacement of the Highway Department employee.  A final date of employment has not been provided to the township yet. 

A motion was made by Bucks, seconded by Custer to table this request until the next meeting. Motion carried.
2. A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve the Emily Whitehead Foundation annual Blood, Sweat & Tears Five Mile and 5K run in Lawn, scheduled for October 31, 2020.  Motion carried with Chief Reigle mentioning plans are the same as in the past for the Township to be able to support this event. 

3. A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve the township upgrading their computers from Microsoft 7.0 to 10.0 through the proper procurement channels. Motion carried. 

4. Eberly noted the township building did not contain an AED within the public area and would pursue grant opportunities with Chief Reigle to obtain one. 
5. It was announced that the Board of Supervisors will be going into Executive Session to discuss a personnel matter with Manager Eberly after adjournment. 
Adjournment – There being no more business to discuss, a motion by Bucks second by Custer to adjourn the meeting at 8:25PM.  Motion carried.
