Approval of the Minutes:
A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Custer to approve the June 9, 2020 Board of Supervisors – Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the June 24, 2020 Workshop– Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Bill and Payroll Lists from 12-2020 and 13-2020.  Motion carried.
Reports:
Manager’s Report-   Eberly reported that the Palmyra Grace Youth Ministries would be volunteering their services assisting the Highway team later this week on various projects. He also recognized the CCA members for placing US flags in the roundabout over the Independence Day holiday. Long time resident and former Supervisor, Phil Rothermal’s memorial services will be help on July 18, 2020 at the Lawn Park for close friends and family members.  
Zoning Report- Chlebnikow continues to work with staff to review and get permits turned around in a timely fashion.  Staff are handling minor requests while he is overseeing the more major projects.  Land development 90-day extensions have been provided by Sterling Machinery and the RV Storage Facility which are both currently going through the Planning Commission. 
Solicitor’s Report – None
Other Reports-

Monthly reports were provided for the Police Department, Sewer Authority, Palmyra Library, Palmyra Parks and Recreational Program, Campbelltown and the Lawn Fire Companies.  
Kendra Hoffman from the Palmyra Library commented that bids have been received to pave the parking lot later this summer.  Fund-raisers have been postponed until 2021 due to the COVID-19 virus.  More details will be forthcoming on a possible on-line auction for some of the donated items which are for 2020.  As a result of these circumstances, the library is projecting a $35,000 operational loss for 2020.  With the recent reopening of the library to the public measures have been put into place for social distancing, hand sanitation, masks are required, etc. to minimize the exposure of the COVID-19 virus. 

Special Orders:
The Board of Supervisors recognized Tim ‘Coach’ Morgan with a special proclamation for all his service to the community and for his recent efforts of securing donations and renovating the dugouts and installing a flagpole at the Lawn Park. 
New Business:
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the annual salary to $74,000, effective July 13, 2020 for John Eberly, Manager with the successful completion of his probationary period. Motion carried.
A brief discussion was held informing the Board of the requested temporary extension submitted by In The Net ownership for the Dome not to be taken down as originally agreed to in 2020 due to the COVID-19 issues voted on by the Zoning Hearing Board on Thursday evening.  
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to accept Dr. Henderson’s resignation from the Planning Commission and Historical Commission. Motion carried.  The Board will be accepting letters of interest from residents willing to be considered to serve on each of these commissions. 
Old Business: 
A brief discussion was held regarding the letter received on behalf of the Mark Development Corporation requesting input for the RV Storage Facility project currently being reviewed by the Planning Commission.  Peter Wertz, McNees Law Firm representing the Mark Development Corporation discussed the road connection extensions and Boards expectations relating to this property.
Good and Welfare- 

Jane Popko inquired about having hand sanitizers placed in the Township Building.  Bova expressed his appreciation for all that Coach Morgan has done and continues to do for the youth in the Township.  He also thanked the Palmyra Library for their services to the community. Ed Houser mentioned the Campbelltown Fire Company is exploring the reopening of the weekly bingo event, while practicing social distancing.  Chlebnikow requested on behalf of Rettew if their firm would pass on the positive news from the recent article on behalf of South Londonderry Township being recognized as the 32 safest ‘cities’ in the state based on crime statistics.  
Adjournment – There being no more business to discuss, a motion by Custer, second by Bova to adjourn the meeting at 8:06PM.  Motion carried.
