 Public Comment:
Will Wenninger, resident of 94 Knight Court inquired about the impervious/pervious coverage thresholds within the Zoning Ordinance and requested relief for a proposed pervious patio.  The Board requested that additional details be provided for the pervious patio per the manufacturer’s requirements, which could be considered by the Zoning Officer.

Reports:
Manager’s Report- Eberly mentioned the bid specs for road repairs for Drescher, Springbrook and Lawn Hill Roads are being advertised. The CCA Annual Community Clean-Up Event is scheduled for Saturday, April 17, 2021 beginning at 9:00AM at the Township Building (Rain date April 24). Eberly follow up with John Fitzkee of the Lebanon County Panning Department on the status of the Lingle Avenue project and it is projected to occur in 2024.
Zoning Report- Chlebnikow stated he continues to keep Thursday afternoon office hours at the Township Building to meet with residents and staff on Zoning topics.  Kick off meetings were held for the traffic study at Airport and Forge Road with April 12 traffic counts taking place. Rettew will work with Eberly to pursue MS4 grants which were denied in 2020 as well as develop a proposal for a $50,000 grant submission for the review of Spring Creek silt, flooding and other options facing South Londonderry Township at no cost, if awarded.  
Solicitor’s Report – None. 
Other Reports-

Monthly reports were provided for the Police Department, Sewer Authority, Palmyra Library, Historical Commission, Palmyra Parks and Recreational Program, Campbelltown and the Lawn Fire Companies.  
Old Business:
Supervisors reviewed the discussions from the recent Workshop meeting involving the sidewalk deferment at the Flight Path Industrial Park. Chad Weaver presented a proposal of having sidewalks and crosswalks installed at key areas where sporting event pedestrians flow between venues and parking. Chlebnikow will review and provide proposed specs for the crosswalk dimensions coordinate with Weaver for a draft agreement for the April Board meeting for consideration. Sidewalk deferments will remain in other areas of the Flight Path. 
New Business:
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the acceptance of the resignation of Eileen Kaplan effective March 18, 2021 as the PT Police Admin and future advertisement for a replacement. Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the $0.50/hour pay increase for Lisa Corricelli, PT Police Admin with her successful completion of her probationary period. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to recommend Bill Leonard to complete the remaining term on the Planning Commission through December 31, 2023. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the proposed 2022 Budget Development Calendar. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the resolution provided by the Western Lebanon County Regional Management Agency to include North Londonderry Township.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the amended Intermunicipal Agreement to include North Londonderry Township to the Western Lebanon County Regional Management Agency. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the application for the Blood, Sweat and Tears Run Event in Lawn which is scheduled for Saturday, October 23, 2021, conditional to the traffic controls and disclaimers being agreed. Motion carried.
