 Public Comment:
Chairwoman Bucks commented the Board was in Executive Session prior to the start of the meeting reviewing a personnel issue. 
Mark Houser – Suggested the Board consider disbanding the Fire Board and reappoint it with individuals who actively attend/participate in their meetings. 
Approval of the Minutes:

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the April 13, 2021 Board of Supervisors – Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve the April 28, 2021 Workshop– Meeting minutes.  Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Bill and Payroll Lists from 08-2021 & 09-2021.  Motion carried.
Reports:
Manager’s Report- Eberly mentioned this week is observed as ‘National Police Week’ so he recognized the Chief and all his officers for their dedication and service.  He also reminded residents to keep their yards mowed.  August 3, 2021 is being scheduled for National Night Out at the Palmyra Middle School and the Mt. Gretna Art Show is scheduled for August 21-22, 2021. 
Zoning Report- Chlebnikow stated he continues to keep Thursday afternoon office hours at the Township Building to meet with residents and staff on Zoning topics. A Zoning Hearing meeting is scheduled for May 27, 2021 for a special exception variance as well as a fence height variance for two properties.  He is hoping to have the ‘Cross Walk Study’ completed in order to share the findings at the next Board meeting.   
Solicitor’s Report – Armstrong reminded the Board he continues to have dialog with the Recorder of Deeds for Carriage Park errors related to the initial dedication and recordings of certain properties.  
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to authorize Armstrong to initiate corrective action plans to have these deeds updated/corrected.  Motion carried.
Other Reports-

Monthly reports were provided for the Police Department, Sewer Authority, Palmyra Library, Historical Commission, Palmyra Parks and Recreational Program, Campbelltown and the Lawn Fire Companies. 
Special Report: 
Angela Shea, Garcia Garman & Shea, PC reviewed the 2020 Annual Audit Report and Financial Statements for South Londonderry Township.  No material findings were found, and the Township continues to be on sound financial standing. 

Old Business:
A motion was made by Bucks, seconded by Bova to approve to recommend Bucks to represent the Board at the Lawn Fire Companies up-coming Ambulance/EMS Subcommittee meeting. Motion carried with Custer abstaining and not participating in the discussion of this topic.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to authorize Armstrong to work with CCA’s attorney to craft an easement agreement with each property owner of where the signs are to reside with the intention of the Township to take ownership of the Campbelltown signs.  Motion carried.  
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to extend not charging interest and penalties on late payments of the Mt. Gretna Sewer second quarter bills due to COVID-19. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to authorize Eberly to reach out to the Campbelltown American Legion regarding the possible ownership of the Mt. Gretna Triangle.  Motion carried. 
New Business:
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to conditionally approve the request to convert the rain garden in the back yard of 195 Fox Road to an infiltration system incorporating the Rettew April 29, 2021 #1 Review letter requirements. Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the amendment to the Non-uniform defined benefit pension plan clarifying only full time employees are eligible for this benefit. Motion carried.

· Bucks reminded the public to vote at the upcoming elections.     
· Bova commented the Supervisors have been and will continue to be supportive of the Public Safety initiatives, by welcoming public input and ultimately taking action.
