Opening Ceremonies and Introduction- The meeting was called to order at 7:02PM by Chairwoman Bucks followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Note: Due to the Disaster Emergency declared by the Governor and in consideration of the health and safety of Township residents to practice social distancing, this Board of Supervisors meeting is being held via the ZOOM virtual meeting platform along with allowing telephone connection by cell phone, computer, and/or landline for public access.  
Public Hearing – Non-Uniform Defined Contribution Pension Plan:
Bucks opened the hearing at 7:04PM.

The purpose of the Hearing which was turned over to Patrick Armstrong is to receive public comment on the proposed Ordinance relating to the Non-Uniform Defined Contribution Pension Plan for newly hired full-time employees.  This proposed ordinance was available at the township Office for viewing and advertised in the Lebanon Daily News pursuant to the Second-Class Township Code for public hearing.
Mr. Armstrong opened the floor up to the Board of Supervisors for comment, no comment from the Board and no public comment was submitted to the Township prior to the meeting. 

With no comments or questions, Bucks closed the hearing at 7:06PM.

Bucks reopened the Board of Supervisors meeting at 7:06PM.
Public Comment:
Pat Krebs – Submitted a request for the Township to support the application for a 2020 Walk Works Grant. Chlebnikow mentioned one of his colleague’s was attending a webinar on this grant for the Borough of Denver and he could then better determine the advantages of this submission after discussing this topic.
Jane Popko - Requested support by the Board for her submission of the AARP Community Challenge Grant and wanted to use the existing 2015 and 2016 Marcellus Shale grants to subsidize the Campbelltown Community Park Pavilion project.  Eberly explained these grants have expired in 2018 and the Board requested he reach out to the Lebanon County Planning Commission to determine if further extensions could be obtained on these grant funds. 
Approval of the Minutes:
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the April 14, 2020 Board of Supervisors – Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

The April 29, 2020 Board of Supervisors – Workshop Meeting was cancelled. 

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Bill and Payroll Lists from 08-2020 and 09-2020.  Motion carried.
Reports:
Manager’s Report-   Eberly commended the Sewer, Highway and Police teams for their extra efforts and collaboration addressing the 3+ inches of flooding and wind damage the other week.  He also recognized Coach Morgan for the work done to the Lawn Baseball Field with construction of the dugouts and flagpole in the outfield. Later in the meeting a proposal to expand the riparian buffer from unspent grant funds will be voted upon and we need to thank the Campbelltown Fire Company for agreeing to have this planting occur on their property, if approved. A tentative 2021 Budget schedule is being reviewed and will be shared at an upcoming meeting.
Zoning Report- None
Solicitor’s Report – Armstrong mentioned the Board would meet after the meeting in Executive Session to discuss a personnel matter.
Other Reports-
Monthly reports were provided for the Police Department, Palmyra Library, and the Lawn Fire Company.  No reports were provided from the Campbelltown Fire Company, EMS, or the Authority meeting. 
Special Orders:
None 
New Business:
Angela Shea, Garcia Garman & Shea, PC provided a brief overview of the 2019 Audit/Financial Statements for South Londonderry Township.  No material findings were found, and the Township is in a sound financial condition.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve Ordinance 219 – Non-Uniform Defined Pension Plan.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the advertising for a public hearing regarding the Amended Flood Plain Ordinance which will include a few minor changes recommended by Armstrong. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to accept the low bid of $141,964.25 from the bid results for the Fibermat/Micro-surfacing of Kingston Drive, Royal Road, Knight Court, and Bradford Street from the budgeted Highway Liquid Fuels Fund submitted by Asphalt Maintenance Solutions, LLC. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Custer to accept the low quote of $20,859.00 for two Amkus battery operated rescue tool systems submitted by Fire & Rescue Products for the Lawn Fire Company to purchase. Motion carried.

Old Business: 
A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Custer to expand the Campbelltown riparian planting buffer based on the per unit pricing from the ArcheWild for $39,688.00 and for Rettew for $4,674.00 (Land design and construction administration) from remaining grant funds totaling $44,362.00. Some of this planting will be done on the adjacent Campbelltown Fire Company property. Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to table the discussion on the Mount Gretna sewer bill increase until after the Board meets with the Authority Board to discuss various topics. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Fifth Amendment to the Roadway Agreement & Authorization of Heavy Hauling by Sunoco. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to authorize the Chairwoman to sign the UGI easement agreement on the Township owned property off Barnwell Lane once received from the solicitor. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the proposal/schedule submitted by Rettew to develop a revised Zoning Ordinance. 

Good and Welfare- 

A motion was made by Bucks, seconded by Custer to approve Resolution 11-2020, which indicates South Londonderry Township’s support to the continued efforts by State and local leaders to institute plans to move forward under the COVID-19 yellow phase.  Bova voted against this item. 
Adjournment – There being no more business to discuss, a motion by Custer, second by Bova to adjourn the meeting at 8:34PM.  Motion carried.
