Opening Ceremonies and Introduction- The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chairwoman Bucks followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

 Public Comment:
Pat Krebs reviewed the Lebanon Valley Bicycle Coalition support of the South Lingle Road renovation to include a bicycle/pedestrian path. 
Jane Popko inquired if additional information was obtained behind a fee in lieu of sidewalks resolution.  Bucks mentioned she researched the minutes but had not determine what might have initiated this past resolution.

Chairwoman Bucks mentioned that several terms were either expiring as of the end of the year or were vacant ( Planning Commission, Zoning Hearing Board, and 3 from the Historical Commission) and residents could submit letters of interest for consideration either by mail or drop-off to the Township Building or via email to Manager@southlondonderry.org by December 31, 2020.
Approval of the Minutes:
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the October 13, 2020 Board of Supervisors – Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve the October 28, 2020 Workshop– Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Bill and Payroll Lists from 20-2020 and 21-2020.  Motion carried.
Reports:
Manager’s Report- Eberly thanked Officer Zimmerman for providing two first aid/crp training classes for SLT staff.  Employees interested in participating in the supplemental 457 pension plan met with VOYA representatives.  A DEP representative conducted an on-site inspection of the recently completed riparian buffer at the Campbelltown Park.  Final approval was verbally given that the Township can expect full reimbursement of the $90,000 initiative. 
Zoning Report- Chlebnikow continues to work with staff to review and get permits turned around in a timely fashion. He continues to have SLT office hours from 1-4:00PM each Thursday. 

Solicitor’s Report – None. 
Other Reports-

Monthly reports were provided for the Police Department, Sewer Authority, Palmyra Library, Historical Commission, Palmyra Parks and Recreational Program, Campbelltown and the Lawn Fire Companies.  
Old Business:
A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Custer to approve to advertise the 2021 South Londonderry Township Meeting Schedule. Motion carried.

Waivers and Deferments:

· A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Major Subdivision or Land Development, Section 3.06 waiver as noted on Rettew’s November 10, 2020 Review #4 letter.  Motion carried.

· A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Streets and Roads, Section 4.06 deferment of curbs and sidewalks on the north side of Hinkle Road, as noted on Rettew’s November 10, 2020 Review #4 letter.  Motion carried.

· A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Bucks to approve the Streets and Roads, Section 4.06 waiver of the second access to the site as noted on Rettew’s November 10, 2020 Review #4 letter.  Motion carried.

· A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Streets and Roads, Section 5.04 waiver of the requirement to provide surveyed boundary, topographic info, and existing features of the land on the residual farm tract as noted on Rettew’s November 10, 2020 Review #4 letter.  Motion carried.

· A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Pipes and Conveyance Facilities, Section 306.A.3 waiver of the requirement to provide       0.5 percent minimum slope as noted on Rettew’s November 10, 2020 Review #4 letter, subject to the conditional O&M agreement being revised to reflect the routine pipe cleanings/maintenance.  Motion carried.

Land Development Plan:

· A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to grant conditional approval of the Land Development Plan for the proposed RV Storage Facility per the Rettew’s November 10, 2020 Review #4 letter, with the removal of Streets and Roads, Section 406 deferment of road widening, curbs and sidewalks on the southern side of Hinkle Road and subject to the O&M agreement being revised to reflect the routine pipe cleanings/maintenance.  Motion carried.

Sewage Planning Waiver:

· A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the request for Planning Waiver & Non-Building Declaration.  Motion carried.

Landings Drive Future Road Extension Agreement:

· A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Custer to approve the Agreement for Future Road Extension, condition to the review and recommendations of the Township solicitor.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the revised Land Development Plan submitted by Sterling Machinery conditional to the Rettew’s October 30, 2020 Review #3 letter. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Custer to renew the Iron Valley United Soccer Club reservation agreement for the use of the Campbelltown Park Soccer Fields through the end of 2022.  Motion carried.
New Business:
Jennifer Bushta, CCA informed the Board of the recently for subcommittee for the Campbelltown Park.  The Board supported this subcommittee initiating fund raising to be used as matching funds for the existing Marcellus Shale Grants associated with this Campbelltown Park initiative.
The Board requested that CCA and the Historical Commission collaborate/meet about the proposed signs, which might be complementary for the Campbelltown, Lawn and Colebrook sign initiative.

Attorney, Cory Lamoureus provided a brief review of the proposal to have a single-family dwelling/hanger built at the Reigle Airport, not presently zoned for single-family homes.  Much discussion was held, and direction was provided from the Board, Engineer and Solicitor on next steps, should the parties decide to move forward on this initiative.
A motion was made by Bucks, seconded by Bova to approve the Executive Imaging quotes for a new firewall and 5-year service agreement for the Administrative. Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Bucks, seconded by Custer to approve the recommendation of hiring Lisa Corricello, for the Part-time Administrative Assistant in the Police Department at the starting rate of $15 per hour subject to a 90-day review.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, second by Bova to approve and authorize the Zayo Agreement for Small Tower Wireless Facilities in Township Right of Way contingent to solicitor recommendations and with the building permits updated to reflect all recommendations. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the advertisement of the proposed 2021 Budget.  Motion carried,
