 Public Comment:
Pat Krebs informed the Board about the opportunity to participate with the Heritage Trail initiative which already exists in sections of Lebanon County.  
Jennifer Bushta, CCA provided a package of the proposed Village of Campbelltown signs to the Board, which their organization obtained a grant to assist with funding.  She was requesting input from the Board regarding the design, location as well as any other questions regarding this initiative once members had the opportunity to review the package.
Approval of the Minutes:
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the September 8, 2020 Board of Supervisors – Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the September 23, 2020 Workshop– Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Bill and Payroll Lists from 17-2020, 18-2020, and 19-2020.  Motion carried.
Reports:
Manager’s Report- Eberly reported that staff continues to participate in discussions with the Spring Creek Watershed as this group is developing a scope of work which outlines the goals to restore the watershed and seek grant funding. An engineer recently inspected 7 bridges in the Township and preliminary indications are no major deficiencies exist.  A report is expected before the end of the month. 
Zoning Report- Chlebnikow continues to work with staff to review and get permits turned around in a timely fashion. He continues to have SLT office hours from 1-4:00PM each Thursday. 
Solicitor’s Report – None. 
Other Reports-

Monthly reports were provided for the Police Department, Sewer Authority, Palmyra Library, Historical Commission, Palmyra Parks and Recreational Program, Campbelltown and the Lawn Fire Companies.  
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Campbelltown Park Annual Holiday Lighting Ceremony scheduled for November 29, 2020 from 3-5:00PM. Motion carried. 
Old Business:
Discussion was held regarding the sidewalk deferment and crosswalk placement within the Flight Plan Industrial Park.  The Board instructed Eberly to create/mail a letter notifying the property owners impacted by this deferment and recent discussions and that this topic will be on an upcoming agenda for input.  
New Business:
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve the UGI Encroachment Agreement located at Glendale Drive. Bova abstained due to a conflict of interest. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Stormwater agreement for the property located at 410 Lawn Road. Motion carried. 

Discussion was held on the interpretation of the plans for the subdivision for 655 Lawn Road. Chlebnikow, acting as the Township’s Zoning Officer would be providing a letter to the owner/proposed buyer the interpretation of the current zoning ordinances and items which would need to be addressed, if a residence is planned for this property. 
A letter extending the zoning hearing time frame through January 30, 2021 was received for the proposed RV Storage Facility along Forge Road. This plan will be discussed next week at the Planning Hearing Board meeting.
Discussion was held about the Historical Commission and their role in the Township. The Historical Commission members will review the 2021 calendar and advise whether they need to reduce the number of meetings from 12 to 6 or even 4 annually, so it can be incorporated in the published meeting schedule.
Discussion was held about the Fire Board and their by-laws. Emphasis should continue to be placed on developing equipment replacement schedules.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the engagement letter from Garcia, Garman, and Shea for 2020 Audit Services for the Township.  Motion carried.

The 2021 Meeting Schedule tabled until next month for the Historical Commission to confirm their meeting date as previously discussed on the agenda.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to authorize either Scott Galbraith or Manager Eberly to sign all the documents associated with the sale and title transfer of the 2000 Mack Dump Truck being sold through Municibid.  Motion carried.
