Jane Popko – Inquired about a pedestrian bridge from Fox Road to Campbelltown Park.

Resolution 16-2019 – Emergency Call Response: After discussion the Board requested clarification by the Fire Board before it goes to solicitor Armstrong for finalization. No action taken on this item at this time.
Regular Business:

Approval of July 9, 2019 Board of Supervisors Meeting Minutes – A motion made by Custer second by Bova to approve the minutes from the July 9, 2019 BOS meeting with the correction from Dr. Bucks.  Motion carried.
Approval on Minutes of July 18, 2019 Special Meeting – Prospect Road Meeting – A motion by Bova to table approval of minutes, second by Custer.  Motion carried.
Approval of Bill & Payroll list: A motion by Custer second by Bova to approve Bill & Payroll List #14-19.  Motion carried.
Approval of Bill & Payroll list: A motion by Custer second by Bova to approve Bill & Payroll List #15-19.  Motion carried.
Subdivision/SALDO Reviews:  
06-2018 – Mt. Pleasant Ventures, LLC – Lyndel Drive – Subdivision Minor/Final – Zoned Low Density Residential, 215 Lyndel Drive, Tax Parcel 31-22955572-345434-0000. Total Acreage 15.1972.  Plan depicts 14 lots.  Josh Weaber of Chrisland Engineering represented his client on this plan. 

Waivers:
§5.03.A.1 – Submission of Preliminary Plan: A motion by Bova to waive §5.03.A.1 – Submission of Preliminary Plan, second by Custer.  Motion carried.
Other waivers were discussion and the Supervisors came to a general consensus on the following, but no action was taken on the items. The waivers discussed were as follows:
· The Board was agreeable to potentially waive §4.06.N – Two Points of Access, allowing for one point of access as described in Rettew’s 8/12/19 review letter;

· The Board was agreeable to potentially waive §4.07.C – Length of Cul-de-Sac, allowing for the proposed cul-de-sac as described in Rettew’s 8/12/19 review letter;

· The Board was not agreeable to waive of §304.A.3 – Stormwater collection/discharge and §314.B.8 – Stormwater collection/discharge, relating to stormwater discharge towards the floodplain; and,
· The Board would consider a waiver of §4.25 – Setbacks, with appropriate declaration of covenants that would be agreed to and recorded.

The above potential waivers and/or general consensus was subject to and conditional on the applicant installing sidewalks as and if deemed appropriate by the Township.

Lyndel Drive Sewer Planning Module Approval – A motion made by Bova to table the Sewer Planning Module Approval, second by Custer.  Motion carried.

In The Net Dome – HR Weaver – Land Development Waiver Request: Light Industrial Zone, Brandt Road, Tax Parcel 31-2298726-350971, 2.503 acres waiver request for temporary structure for indoor sports.  A motion by Custer second by Bova to grant the Land Development waiver request for a temporary structure to be located at the existing turf field, with the conditions that the developer agrees to a time frame to erect the structure and remove it.  They are also required to have a stormwater management design in place.  Motion carried.
Palmyra Grace – 799 Airport Road Minor Plan Amendment: Zoning Officer to issue zoning permit with conditions for approval.
Northside Drive 4.4 Acre lot: A motion by Bucks second by Bova to allow Patrick and Rettew Engineering to work with the Petitioner after signing a Professional Service Agreement.  Motion carried.
Carriage Park Phase 3: No action taken on this item.
New Business

Municipal Authority – Ordinance Assistance – The Board directed the code enforcement officer Dawn Blauch to pursue enforcement action per Township Ordinance #204.  
South Londonderry Township Police Dept. QRS – No action was taken on this item. 
Mt. Gretna Road Closure request – Mt. Gretna Art Show – A motion made by Custer second by Bova acknowledging and endorsing the PennDOT closure of Mt. Gretna Road (SR 117) for the duration specified. Motion carried
Line Painting approval – Four proposals were received to line paint West Patrick, East Patrick and Stauffer’s Church Roads:
· D.E. Gemmill - $3,511.24

· Berks Traffic - $3,958.76

· Alpha Space Control Co. - $4,130.88

· Lincoln Pavement Services - $10,327.20

A motion was made by Custer second by Bova to accept D.E. Gemmel’s proposal in the amount of $3,511.24. Motion carried.
Brightbill/Long Flagpole Donation – The Brightbill/Long family submitted a plan to place a flagpole and a plaque honoring their family member to be located at the front of the Township Building.  A motion made by Custer second by Bova to accept the donation.  Motion carried.

Community Tree Lighting Ceremony –Jennifer Bushta was asking the help of the Township to find a place to locate a community Christmas tree.  Chairwoman Bucks said she will get together with Township Manager Seesholtz and look for a place to put tree and let her know. 
Walkability Audit – The Board declared they would be unable to perform the audit due to the time frame window being too tight. As well, it is not budgeted. No action taken on this item. 
Code Enforcement/Zoning Officer position advertisement – A motion by Bova second by Custer to not advertise as they felt it was too early.  Motion carried.
DCED Study Approval – Administrative Office – A motion by Custer second by Bova to approve the study to be completed for the Administrative portion of the Township.  Motion carried.

Prospect Road – A motion by Custer second by Bova to have Manager Seesholtz send correspondence to Conewago Township and Mount Joy Township that the South Londonderry Township Board of Supervisors is in favor of making the necessary repairs to the Prospect Road Bridge instead of closing the bridge.  Motion carries.
2019 Palmyra Library, Farmland Preservation and Leb. Valley Conservancy contribution approval – A motion by Bova second by Custer to approve the contributions as follows:
· Palmyra Library -  $30,000.00 
· Farmland Preservation - $12,000.00
· Lebanon Valley Conservancy - $1,000.00
Motion carried.
