Approval of the Minutes:  A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve the October 12, 2021 Board of Supervisors – Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve the October 27, 2021 Workshop – Meeting Minutes. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve the Bill and Payroll Lists from 20-2021 & 21-2021.  Motion carried.
Reports:
Manager’s Report- Eberly recognized all who served and/or are currently serving in the Armed Forces in anticipation of Veteran’s Day.  The Planning Commission meeting has been cancelled for the month of November and a Zoning Hearing meeting is scheduled for Monday, November 22, 2021.  The Annual Christmas Tree Lighting event is scheduled for November 28, 2021 from 3:00-5:00PM in the Campbelltown Park. 
Zoning Report- Chlebnikow continues to assist on zoning topics and has office hours on Thursday afternoon each week, but with the observance of Veteran’s Day on November 11, he has rescheduled his office hours this week to November 12 in the afternoon.  
Solicitor’s Report – No report, but a brief Executive Session would be held to discuss a legal issue after the Board meeting adjourned.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to recommend approval of the professional services contract for consideration of the Northside Crossing – Lot C2 – Text amendment /Rezoning proposal.  Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to recommend approval of the Sunoco Road Repair Agreement and Release for the recently completed road repairs, release the corresponding bonds and return the $55,000 escrow associated with this project. Motion carried.
New Business:

A motion was made by Bucks, seconded by Custer to recommend the hiring of Trudy Jackson effective November 29, 2021 for the Part-time Administrative Assistant at a rate of $17.00/hour.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Bucks, seconded by Custer to recommend to advertise the Proposed 2022 Budget per the required Second-Class Township Code. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve financial security request for the Lyndel Drive Subdivision request from $571,800.00 to $94,186.20 per Rettew’s November 1, 2021 review letter.  Motion carried.
