 Public Comment:
Bill Stoffel spoke on behalf of the Historical Society and provided detail to the Board about Ordinance 488A relating to Historical Site Preservation and requested support by the Board to obtain the Colebrook Grist Mill from the present owners of the property, the Pennsylvania Game Commission, in order for a plan to be developed to preserve this building/site.
Dot Ague – Commended South Londonderry Township Municipal Authority employee, Sam Blauch for speaking up at last month’s meeting about the comments made by Supervisor Bova, regarding the Municipal Authority.

Pat Krebs – Commented about the Rettew Crosswalk Study presented at last month’s Board meeting. 
Jane Popko – Inquired about the Recreational Fee Fund package provided at last month’s Board meeting.  Popko also inquired about the status of the maintenance of the alley behind the post office and referred to Resolution 37-78 approved at the June 6, 1978 Board meeting for further research on this topic.

Special Orders:  None.
Approval of the Minutes:  A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the September 14, 2021 Board of Supervisors – Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve the September 29, 2021 Workshop – Meeting Minutes. Bova abstained due to not attending this meeting. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Bill and Payroll Lists from 18-2021 & 19-2021.  Motion carried.
Reports:
Manager’s Report- Eberly reminded residents that Trick or Treat is scheduled for October 28, 2021 from 6:00-8:00PM with a rain date of November 1, 2021. Weather permitting, tomorrow, October 13, 2021 road repair work is scheduled for portions of Kreider and Chestnut Hill Roads.  Approximately 50 trees were replaced due to not making it over the winter from the original riparian buffer planting located at Campbelltown Park and the Campbelltown Fire Company at no cost per the existing contract. 
Zoning Report- No report.
Solicitor’s Report – Armstrong requested a brief Executive Session to discuss a legal issue after the Board meeting adjourned. 
Other Reports-

Monthly reports were provided for the Police Department, Sewer Authority, Palmyra Library, Historical Commission, Palmyra Parks and Recreational Program, First Aid & Safety Patrol, Campbelltown and the Lawn Fire Companies. 
Old Business:
Chad Weaver and Randy Wright requested the Board to consider extending the timeframe for evaluating the Stormwater Plan for the temporary Dome for another year in order to erect the Temporary Dome later this fall. A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to grant an extension of the stormwater plan/construction for the temporary dome until October 1, 2022.  Motion carried.
Eberly reviewed a new option (6A) for the Board to consider regarding the rerouting and replacement of the above ground Mt. Gretna sewer line.  A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve moving forward with the new option 6A proposed and authorize Rettew to begin the necessary survey work along with the Manager and Solicitor to obtain the necessary easements for this initiative. Motion carried.
New Business:

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to recommend approval for Chlebnikow and Armstrong to develop the necessary proposed ordinance and professional services contract for consideration of the Northside Crossing – Lot C2 – Text amendment /Rezoning proposal.  Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to recommend approval of the 2022 Meeting Schedule. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to recommend approval with Mt. Gretna Borough to renew the Snowplow Agreement for the Mt. Gretna area located within South Londonderry Township. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the 2021 Annual Audit Services contract with Garcia, Garman, and Shea. Motion carried.
Good and Welfare -  Bova mentioned that Dave Arnold is being recognized at the Cedar Crest field hockey game tonight. 
Adjournment – There being no more business to discuss, a motion by Custer, second by Bova to adjourn the meeting at 8:28 PM.  Motion carried.
