 Public Comment:
Pat Krebs inquired about the feasibility of having the traffic signal located at the intersection of the Horseshoe Pike and Forge Road upgraded to have a left lane turn signal to accommodate the flow of traffic.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the August 11, 2020 Board of Supervisors – Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve the August 26, 2020 Workshop– Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Bill and Payroll Lists from 16-2020.  Motion carried.
Reports:
Manager’s Report- Eberly reported that a $1,000 grant for Opticom emitters was submitted for the Police Department.  He thanked the residents of Londonderry Village and Royal Road for their patience and flexibility as the roadwork they endured was completed last week. Finally, he recognized the first responders as the anniversary of 9/11 occurs on Friday.
Zoning Report- Chlebnikow continues to work with staff to review and get permits turned around in a timely fashion. He is working on getting an updated draft of the zoning districts and admin sections available to review in the next several weeks. 
Solicitor’s Report – Armstrong provided an update about a conveyance issue regarding the subdivision of the Carriage Park Development between DiSantos and Triple Crown. Preliminary indications are this needs resolved on their end, but the Township will continue to monitor the progress.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the 2021 Non-Uniform and Police Minimum Municipal Obligations (MMO) for each respective pension fund. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the refund of the erroneous Fire Hydrant billing/payment of $17.64 for the 2075 S. Forge Road property. Motion carried.  

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to accept the low quote from Greg Leiby Seal Coating & Line Painting in the amount of $4,492.00 for the Township Building parking lot and garage area.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Bucks, seconded by Bova to table the discussion on the Municipal Authority/Public Works Director job description restructuring. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Bucks, seconded by Bova to allow Rettew to begin the engineer’s evaluation of the South Londonderry Bridges once Custer approves the listing of bridges.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the addendum to the intergovernmental agreement. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to provide a note on the upcoming Mt. Gretna residents sewer bills that at least a 5% increase will be reflected on their 2021 bills from increases passed on from the Mt. Gretna Municipal Authority.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Bucks to approve the six (6) quotes for various fire training apparatus/tools/equipment amounting to $39,719.01 by the Campbelltown Fire Company to be paid from the General Fund (01) – Donations Line. Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the 2020 Sticks & Biscuits 5K Event scheduled for November 26, 2020. Motion carried.

In conjunction with the Lebanon County Police Chief’s recommendation that Trick or Treat be scheduled for October 29, 2020 from 6:00-8:00PM with a rain date of November 2, 2020 throughout Lebanon County, the South Londonderry Board members were in agreement with this recommendation.
